One person tells
another of your good work. For example, a woman brings her car to you. You check it out. You notice that she has
a cracked spark plug. You fix the problem and charge her accordingly. She will tell many others about you. Soon,
you may have to consider a full time business.

When it is time to begin full time, you will need start-up capital. Will you specialize in certain repairs? This may be
a good idea. You might consider oil changes. This may not cost as much as some types of repair businesses.
There are not a lot of special tools or equipment needed. Maybe you can buy a gas station that is out of business.
It will not be difficult to train employees to change oil.

From day one, your reputation will be established. Make sure it is a good one. If you cannot do all of the work
yourself, you need to properly supervise everyone. Many people are skeptical of oil change shops. In the past, a
few have done shoddy work. Simple things like replacing oil caps and filling fluids must be done. Many cars must
have a new drain plug after every oil change. If not, it may cause future leaks. Look to avoid these types of
problems.

You may let people know that a supervisor inspects every vehicle before and after the oil change. This will cost
more. However, people are willing to pay more to have things done properly. If you can guarantee no errors, your
customer base will become large.
