For the dinner table, the service plate, a plate larger than a dinner plate, is positioned in the center of the cover
about an inch from the edge of the table. The dishes for all courses up to and including the soup course are put
on the service plate, which is taken out when the meat course is delivered. Forks are placed at the left of the plate
in the order in which they're to get used; the salad fork is next the plate, and the dinner fork is at the left of the
salad fork.

Cutlery are put in the right section of the plate, the cutting edge of the knives directed towards the plate. Spoons
are placed to the right of the knives. The oyster fork, when one is necessary, is put in the right of the spoons. It's
employed for raw oysters, clams, and sea-food cocktails and is the sole fork placed in the right of the plate. The
silver that is on the table is to be used over the salad course and it is fixed in the order of use. Start each course
using the silver farthest from the plate. The silver for your dessert is brought in with the dessert. The
bread-and-butter plate, which can be an integral part of the breakfast, luncheon, or dinner service, is placed
above the forks.

The butter knife may be positioned over this plate. The water glass is positioned at the tip of the dinner knife. In
order to take a break from eating, simply put your knife and fork over the plate with the tip of the knife and also the
tines of the fork placed at the top of your plate. Tines up or tines down? Is the knife blade facing one way or the
other? It doesn't actually matter so long as you do it beautifully and you'll be fine.
