You should
determine if a related industry or the company has recently been in the news. This will not only help you with
some questions that are well thought out that you can then ask the interviewer, but it will also will this help you to
prepare for the interview.

Women and men both should have their hair washed and
styled recently. Women should wear their hair in an appropriate and modern style. Women should wear moderate
makeup. Hands and nails should be well groomed and moisturized. Your clothes should be modern but
conservative.
